SEA Wire and Cable, Inc. has surveyed all of our suppliers and request that any supplier whose 
products contain 3TG complete the latest version of the Conflict Minerals Reporting Template, 
to trace the metals through the supply chain. SEA Wire and Cable, Inc. does not purchase, 
source, or otherwise acquire any Gold, Tin, Tantalum, and Tungsten from the Democratic 
Republic of the Congo (DRC) or adjoining countries.
